	Working with Prompts:
Using a range of English writing prompts from basic level to advanced, separate into small groups to examine a different prompt each and discuss approaches for how a tutor could breakdown the prompt with a student and make a writing plan.

	Discussing Strategies for Tutors to Work with Prompts:
Each group shares with everyone how they broke the prompts down, what writing plans/approaches they suggest based on the prompt, and where they faced challenges.

	Brainstorming Best Prompt-Focused Practices:
Decide together the best approaches to helping tutors guide students to better understand and breakdown writing prompts and set up writing plans based on the prompts.  Questions to consider: How much time should be devoted in the tutoring session to the prompt?  Best approaches to quickly breaking down a prompt?  How best to help students create a writing plan/outline based on the prompt?  How to confront challenges/frustrations with prompts for students and tutors?  What to do if the student does not have the prompt?
