For English 846: the texts should be principally non-fiction and should include at least 1 full-length work (64 pages or more) and additional readings in the form of full-length texts, anthologies, online texts.  

For English 100/105 the texts should be principally non-fiction and should include 2 full-length works (64 pages or more) and additional readings in the form of full-length texts, anthologies, online texts.  

For English 110 there must works from the following 4 categories: poetry, short stories, drama (plays) and at least one full-length (64 pages or more) fiction novel.  

For English 165: the texts should be non-fiction and should include 2 full-length works (64 pages or more) and additional readings in the form of full-length texts, anthologies, online texts.  

Also, a rhetoric should be included at all levels of English to provide targeted writing and reading instruction and models.  The English Department Rhetoric can be used at all levels (free online): http://accounts.smccd.edu/skyenglish/
