Museum Visit II: Art 105
Objective of the assignment:

The experience of visiting a museum is entirely different than seeing reproductions of work in the textbook or on the screen in class.  The objective of this assignment is to have student become aware of the museum context and to focus on one work of art, noting in detail, observable information and then articulating those observations in written form.  

The Museum Environment

1. Compare the ‘mission’ of the museum you visited the first time with this museum. 

2. What types of art works are displayed?

· How are works displayed?
are they outdoors?
are they indoors?
are they on the wall, floor, ceiling, pedestals?

3. How does the architectural style of the building “work” with the display of the artwork.

A Work of Art

1. Pick a work of art: one that you are truly interested in and that you will spend time with.

2. Give: Artist, date, media, ‘style’

3. Describe the work, giving as much detail as you possibly can observe.

4. Research and see if after writing your description of the formal qualities of the art, you can discover and articulate what the content is.

5. Putting together form and content, summarize how this increases understanding of the artist and the intent of their communication.



Assignment:  minimum: 2 pages types, single space.  Written in Essay form. Do NOT give a bulleted list or numbered list.

Point Value: 25
