1.  TITLE:  Math 650, Mathematics Supplement

Units: 0.5 - 2.0 Hours: Open entry.  Twenty-four lab hours equal 0.5 units of credit

Prerequisite:  None

2.  COURSE CLASSIFICATION:  Credit course NOT applicable to the Associate Degree.

3.  CATALOG DESCRIPTION:  Math 650:  Based on individual needs, students will have directed learning experiences to improve their Mathematics skills which will promote mastery of skills necessary for success in college level mathematics and science courses.  These supplementary lessons will be arranged and supervised in the Math Assistance Lab of The Learning Center.  Class hours are devoted to work on specific content areas as prescribed for the individual student.

4.  OVERALL AIMS: To provide students with supplemental instruction in specific areas of mathematics as determined by the student, an instructor or diagnostic tests.

 SPECIFIC INSTRUCTIONAL OBJECTIVES: Student will work toward mastery of any inadequately developed Mathematics skill as determined by diagnostic tests and/or by instructors recommendation.  Students will also develop the capacity to learn independently and to transfer the skills learned to other college courses.

 COURSE CONTENT:  Instruction in areas of arithmetic, geometry, algebra, trigonometry or calculus.  Assignments are individualized to meet students= assessed needs and will vary.

 METHODS OF INSTRUCTION:  Individualized instruction provided by a Mathematics instructor.  During individual appointments, students needs and progress will be discussed and appropriate assignments will be made.  With the instructors guidance, students will work in groups, with peer tutors, or independently.  The collection of print and computerized materials in the Math Assistance Lab will be the primary resource material.

 REQUIRED TEXT(S): None

 EVALUATION OF STUDENT PERFORMANCE: Credit/no-credit based on mastery or improvement in skill areas as determined by diagnostic pre- and post-testing and completion of a minimum of 24 hours of lab time per 0.5 unit of credit.
