Question Set on European Music Cultures

[I find that the organization of this chapter in the textbook is very unclear.  The material on Russia is not covered in this class.]

1. Who was Bela Bartok and what is his significance for understanding Hungarian music?

2. What is Hungarian music, and why is that a difficult question?  (Contrast it with Roma music.)

3. Describe listening to the textbook's selection of Roma music (disc two track 13), Téglaporos a kalapom.  (Follow the Listening Guide as you listen.)

4. Describe the cimbalom.  (Photos in text and examples played in class.)

5. What is distinctive about the meter of some Bulgarian and other Balkan music?

6. Describe listening to the textbook's selection of Bulgarian music (disc two track 14), Dilmano, Dilbero.  (Follow the Listening Guide as you listen.)  Are you able to follow the asymmetrical 2+3+3 meter?  How does this selection represent folk music, and in what way is it not folk music?

7. Describe an example of how music has been used in Europe to establish identity at the level of the individual, village, or nation, or, in some cases, to establish claims of international status.  (Your answer may draw on any example from lecture or the textbook, from Hungary, Bulgaria, Bosnia, or Germany.)  (10 points)
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
