ANTH 360  Native Peoples of North America

Recommended:  Eligibility for ENGL 100, 105 or equivalent. This anthropology course is an introduction to the life ways of representative culture groups living in different geographical areas of North America.  This course attempts to provide students with some understanding of different cultural practices regarding rituals, politics, subsistence, technology, among others.  Students will be exposed to the anthropological point of view—the concepts of cultural relativism, the cultural “real and ideal,” and appreciation of cultural and societal variability.
