Which bacteria are normal residents of your skin?

Describe five mechanical, physical and chemical factors that contribute to the effectiveness of skin as a barrier to pathogens.

Which microorganism responsible for dandruff, and how are anti-dandruff shampoos effective treatments for this condition?

What is the etiologic agent of oral thrush and vaginitis, and which type of organism is it?

Name and describe the four different types of skin lesions that can help to diagnose diseases. Provide examples of diseases for each type of lesion. 

Describe a skin infection caused by a Staphylococcus aureus infection and a skin disease infection by a Streptococcus pyogenes. 

Describe three subdermal infections. What is the etiologic agent for necrotizing fasciitis, and describe the factors responsible for its pathogenicity. 
Describe two skin infections caused by Pseudomonas aeruginosa, and what factors contribute to their transmission.

What is the etiologic agent for otitis externa?

What are comedos? What is the etiologic agent for inflammatory acne? Describe how acne develops, and what treatment options can be used to combat it.

What is the etiologic agent for warts? Describe the transmission of warts. What treatment options are available?
What is the etiologic agent for smallpox? Describe the two different varieties of smallpox. Describe the transmission of smallpox and the progression of the disease. 
Describe the etiology of Chicken pox and Shingles. What other names are these diseases known by? In an unvaccinated individual describe how they would contract chicken pox. Describe the pathology. In the same individual (at some point later in life) describe how they would contract shingles. Describe the signs and symptoms of shingles. 
Name the microorganism responsible for measles. How is measles transmitted and how does the disease present itself? Describe the complications that can arise from measles. How is measles prevented?
Describe each of the three viruses that children are protected against via the combined MMR vaccination.  Why did levels of vaccine decline in the developed nations around the year 2000? 
Name the microorganism responsible for rubella. How is rubella transmitted and how does the disease present itself? Why are pregnant women asked if they have had a rubella vaccination? How is rubella prevented?

What is the etiologic agent for fever blisters? Describe how  persists as a latent infection, and what happens during the active phase of infection. Describe the complications that can arise from Herpes Simplex infections. 
What is a cutaneous mycosis? How do cutaneous mycoses differ from systemic mycoses? Describe three cutaneous mycoses (common name/ location and Genera). 

What is pinkeye? What causes pinkeye? How is pinkeye transmitted?
What is trachoma? What is the etiologic agent of trachoma? Describe it’s transmission and explain how it causes blindness.
